6.1. The 1st and 2nd tier winners of the
final round (up to the 25% participants of
the final round) are granted special
enrollment rights.

According to the Regulations on
Admission, the university grants the right to
enroll without entrance examinations in the
area of training corresponding to the subject
area of the Olympiad or counts 100 points
in the subject corresponding to the profile
of the Olympiad (instead of the Unified
State Examination result).

To use this right, the winner's result of the
USE should be no less than the results
established by the university for the
corresponding subject. The winner's results
can also be counted towards the applicant's
individual achievements.
